STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $60.14. Most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to five years. Certain Class C felons may be housed in full service jails for up to ten years if there are no available prison beds. The Department of Corrections’ cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.79 per day, not including substance abuse treatment. Projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years.

 Section 12 Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 196 to prohibit the Department of Corrections from denying capital offenders access to prison officials when preparing clemency petitions; amend KRS 196.171 to require the Department of Corrections to develop staff training on mental health issues. 

Department officers or employees are not appropriate resources for the purpose of preparing a petition for clemency or for the purpose of assisting an inmate in the investigation or litigation of a post-conviction action. Capital offenders already have access to the courts through individual counsel, mail, the legal library and aids within the institution. Furthermore, death row inmates are not eligible for parole; therefore, the Parole Board has no authority to discharge an inmate who has been sentenced to death. 
DOC currently meets the American Correctional Association mandatory standard 4-439, which states that staff must be trained in mental health issues. In addition, 501 KAR 16:920 and 501 KAR 16:310 provides specific protections for the insame and mentally disabled relative to execution of the death penalty.
