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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear.

WHEREAS, Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear was born on September 6, 1931, in New Boston, Ohio; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear was the son of the late Orville and Emma Irene Riff Bear. He is survived by two brothers, Carl Randall Bear and Glen Otis Bear; one sister, Faye Bear Worthington; two half-sisters, Nancy Bear Stone and Melissa Bear Littleton; and two half-brothers, John Max Bear and Timothy Orville Bear; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear served honorably in the United States Army and was a member of Company F, 27th Infantry Regiment, 25th Infantry Division; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear was killed in battle during the Korean War sixty-two years ago, on September 4, 1950, near Masan, South Korea, in the vicinity of the Naktong River during the Battle of the Pusan Perimeter. Unfortunately, at the time his brothers in arms were unable to recover his remains; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear's awards and decorations include the Purple Heart, the Combat Infantryman's Badge, the Korean Service Medal, the United Nations Service Medal, the National Defense Service Medal, and the Republic of Korea War Service Medal; and

WHEREAS, for more than a decade, the Department of Defense has worked in conjunction with the governments of South Korea and North Korea to investigate unaccounted-for United States service members, often in hazardous conditions. Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear's remains were recovered, along with the remains of other yet-to-be-indentified service members. Thanks to the hard work of professionals at the Armed Forces Institute of Pathology and DNA Identification Laboratory, Sergeant Bear's remains were identified. Sergeant Bear was laid to rest on Saturday, November 10, 2012, at the Kentucky Veterans Cemetery Northeast in Greenup County, Kentucky, with full military honors; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear has left a void that cannot be filled, yet the discovery of his remains provides a bittersweet sense of closure for his family; and he is honored across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate hereby recognizes the service of Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear and offers its sincerest condolences to his family and friends.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory and honor of Sergeant Stanley Wayne Bear.
