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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the 105th birthday of Mr. Roscoe Cassidy. 

WHEREAS, Roscoe Cassidy is a native son of the Commonwealth, born in Bath County on April 5, 1908, to Buford and Florence Cassidy; and

WHEREAS, Roscoe Cassidy and his late wife, Grace, lovingly raised their three children, Mike Cassidy of Mount Sterling, Mona Cassidy of Preston, and Jodie Cassidy of New Jersey. Roscoe Cassidy has one grandchild, Travis Cassidy of Mount Sterling; and

WHEREAS, just as his father before him, Roscoe Cassidy turned the soil of his native Kentucky as a farmer. Mr. Cassidy also worked for the Bath County Road Department as a dump truck driver. Currently residing at the Ridgeway Nursing Home in Owingsville, Mr. Cassidy is a well-known and well-liked member of the community; and

WHEREAS, Roscoe Cassidy is the oldest living World War II veteran in Bath County. Mr. Cassidy bravely served his country in the United States Army as a member of the 335th Engineering Regiment from June 1942 until August 1945. The regiment specialized in bridge construction and road building, while also training as replacement infantry soldiers. In a 2011 interview with the Bath County News, Mr. Cassidy said, "That old war was a tough thing. I know we had to do it, though, and I am glad that I went to serve"; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.
The Senate honors Roscoe Cassidy on the event of his 105th birthday. 

Section 2.
When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Roscoe Cassidy.
