SUBJECT: AN ACT relating to information used in redistricting.
SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Create a new section of KRS Chapter 196 to require the Department of Corrections to create and maintain a database of information on incarcerated persons, including last known address, and to report that information to the Legislative Research Commission following the decennial census; amend KRS 7.550 to require the Legislative Research Commission to receive prisoner population data, including last known address, from the Department of Corrections and to request the same information from federal facilities, and to allocate prisoners to their last known address; create a new section of KRS Chapter 5 to require that the adjusted prisoner population data be used in redistricting Kentucky's Senatorial and Representative districts; create a new section of KRS Chapter 118B to require that the adjusted prisoner population data be used in redistricting Kentucky's Congressional districts; EMERGENCY.

STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $60.14. Most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to five years. Certain Class C felons may be housed in full service jails for up to ten years if there are no available prison beds. The Department of Corrections’ cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.79 per day, not including substance abuse treatment. Projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years.

 Section 1 Requires DOC to provide the Legislative Research Commission with certain data on each offender within its custody, including last known complete street address. The bill states that the data is to be provided by July 1 of the year of the census. The bill also states that DOC shall provide the specified data based on the decennial census conducted on April 1, 2010 by the first Monday in June 2014.

Section 1 (3) (b) requires DOC to deliver the information required in the bill “based on the decennial census…” DOC’s data cannot be linked to the national Census. The Census data collection consisted of paper forms given to individual inmates. The inmates then completed the forms and placed them in sealed envelopes, which were returned to authorized Census personnel. DOC can provide the information requested in the bill on the inmate population on any given date but it would be a point-in-time extract from the KOMS database, not a reflection of Census data.

Section 1 (3) (c) is written such that DOC could be mandated to provide the data in a format that would require costly programming. DOC needs to know up front what format LRC prefers and have input into the final decision based on the department’s capabilities.
Section 2 (6) (b) 2: Ensure that the person is not represented in any applicable population data reported by the United States Bureau of the Census for the geographic units that include the facility at which the person was incarcerated on the day the decennial census was conducted. It is unclear how this could be accomplished given that Section 1 (3) (a) 1 states that they are not collecting names.
