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A RESOLUTION recognizing March 3-8, 2013, as Women In Construction Week.

WHEREAS, the National Association of Women in Construction, NAWIC, began as Women in Construction of Fort Worth, Texas, and was founded on September 11, 1953, by Doris Efrid and 15 other women who were looking for a support system. These women were all actively employed in the construction industry and had been doing business with each other for years when they decided to finally meet face-to-face. This progressive group of women had the foresight to create an atmosphere where they could network and support each other professionally as well as personally; and

WHEREAS, since its founding, the NAWIC, an international nonprofit organization, has grown to more than 140 chapters. In its 59 years, NAWIC has advanced the causes of all women in construction whose careers range from business ownership to the skilled trades; and

WHEREAS, over the years, the cause of NAWIC has remained the same to enhance the success of women in the construction industry. For more than 30 years, NAWIC has provided for creative and educational programs for students from grade school to high school and adult certification programs; and

WHEREAS, the national campaign for Women in Construction Week is held the first full week of March each year and provides opportunities to celebrate women in construction and to educate the public of their cause;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

 Section 1.
The House of Representatives recognizes the week of March 3-8, 2013, as Women in Construction Week and urges the citizens of the Commonwealth to participate in the activities honoring Kentucky's women in the construction industry.
