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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging the President and Congress of the United States to adopt an appropriate flag honoring all veterans.

WHEREAS, it is estimated that more than twenty million veterans, affiliated and unaffiliated with veterans' organizations, have served in the United States Armed Services; and

WHEREAS, there are flags honoring all branches of the armed services, as well as flags for POWs and MIAs, but there is no official flag to honor all military veterans and the service that they have provided to the nation; and

WHEREAS, a Veterans Remembered Flag would memorialize and honor all past, present, and future veterans and provide an enduring symbol to support tomorrow's veterans today; and

WHEREAS, displaying this flag would validate the lives of millions of individuals who have served our country in times of war, peace, and national crisis; and

WHEREAS, the Sonoma Veterans Memorial Park Association has designed the Veterans Remembered Flag, the symbolism of which is unique and pays respect to the history of the nation, all branches of the armed services, and those veterans who have served or died in service of the nation; and

WHEREAS, the Veterans Remembered Flag has received support from more than twenty states to date, as well as the United States Navy Memorial Foundation and the American Legion at four California state conventions;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the House of Representatives concurring therein:

Section 1.   The President and Congress of the United States are urged to create and adopt an appropriate flag honoring veterans.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the Senate is hereby directed to transmit a copy of the Resolution to the President of the United States, Majority Leader of the United States Senate, Speaker of the United States House of Representatives, members of Kentucky's congressional delegation, and the President of the Sonoma Veterans Memorial Park Association, P.O.
