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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the new United States Highway 641 in Crittenden County as the "Former State Representative Mike Cherry and Former County Judge/Executive Victor 'Pippi' Hardin Highway."

WHEREAS, Mike Cherry and Victor "Pippi" Hardin are both credited with bringing about construction of the new United States Highway 641 in Crittenden County; and

WHEREAS, Mike Cherry and Victor "Pippi" Hardin both envisioned the safety and economic benefits the new United States Highway 641 would bring the citizens of Crittenden County; and

WHEREAS, Mike Cherry and Victor "Pippi" Hardin have both dedicated their lives to serving the citizens of Crittenden County; and

WHEREAS, Representative Michael E. "Mike" Cherry dedicated 14 years of service to the people of the Commonwealth, serving his constituents with dedication, determination, and pride; and

WHEREAS, while he was Crittenden County Judge/Executive, Victor P. "Pippi" Hardin worked diligently on capital projects for Crittenden County, including the Blackford Veterans Walk of Honor, construction of the Ed-Tech Center in Marion, extension of municipal water service to county residents, airport improvements, and road construction; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly hereby salutes the service and accomplishments of Former State Representative Mike Cherry and Former Crittenden County Judge/Executive Victor "Pippi" Hardin by designating this highway in their honor;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate the new United States Highway 641 in Crittenden County as the "Former State Representative Mike Cherry and Former County Judge/Executive Victor 'Pippi' Hardin Highway" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
