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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Dover Baptist Church upon the occasion of the 125th anniversary of its founding.

WHEREAS, Dover Baptist Church was founded in 1888 in the town of Dover, Kentucky, finally giving the citizens of Mason County an official Baptist house of worship; and

WHEREAS, the members of Dover Baptist Church provided a ferry service to bring members across the Ohio River each Sunday from Lavanna, Ohio, in the early twentieth century, this being only one example of the countless acts of benevolence organized by the congregation; and

WHEREAS, the original church and Sunday school building were destroyed in the April 23, 1968 tornado, which also destroyed much of the city. But the congregation banded together, overcoming adversity and building a new church on adjacent property, which opened in November, 1969; and

WHEREAS, the new church house still contains the congregation's original bell, cast in Baltimore in 1888, which was discovered three miles away after the tornado; and

WHEREAS, Dover Baptist Church is now a member of the Bracken Baptist Association of northeast Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Dover Baptist Church has been a fixture in the Dover community. The good works and charitable contributions of its congregants are an inspiration for others of all faiths; and

WHEREAS, on September 7, 2013, parishioners of Dover Baptist Church will celebrate the anniversary of their original founding with a service honoring past pastors and parishioners, followed by a community meal in the fellowship hall; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Mason County and the entire Commonwealth have been blessed with the presence, benevolence, good deeds, and teachings of Dover Baptist Church for 125 years and look forward to many more years of continued spiritual guidance;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives honors Dover Baptist Church for its innumerable contributions to the Commonwealth and celebrates the 125th anniversary of its founding. This Honorable Body wishes Dover Baptist Church many more years of continued spiritual growth.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Dover Baptist Church.
