MEASURE’S PURPOSE: An Act relating to recognition and prevention of pediatric abusive head trauma as defined in KRS 620.020.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: A new paragraph is added in Section 1 of KRS 311.601 to include language relating to the training of pediatricians, radiologists, family practitioners, and those physicians practicing emergency medicine or urgent care. These practitioners must demonstrate completion of a one-time course of at least one (1) hour of continuing medical education approved by the board and covering the recognition and prevention of pediatric abusive head trauma as defined in KRS 620.020. Specialist practicing between the effective date of the Act and September 1, 2017 shall complete the course by December 31, 2017.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: There is no fiscal impact in this measure. 
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
