MEASURE’S PURPOSE: The purpose of this measure is to require that all teachers be provided a minimum of one hundred fifty (150) minutes per week for nonteaching activities.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: The measure amends KRS 158.060(4) to mandate a minimum of one hundred fifty (150) minutes per week for nonteaching activities and specifies activities that shall occur during this time.  Activities shall be teacher-directed and shall be for common planning time to collaborate with other teachers on curriculum development and articulation, to examine student work and review performance data, to plan instruction, and discuss strategies for assisting struggling students. The measure also directs that these changes will not supplant those established in a negotiated employee-employer bargaining contract.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: 
There is no fiscal impact on the state budget. There is an indeterminable impact on the budgets of some local school districts. However, it is not possible to determine the extent of the fiscal impact on local school district budgets.

There are some schools that currently have available to teachers a minimum of one hundred fifty (150) minutes of nonteaching duties per week. There are other schools that have a school day of a sufficient length that this nonteaching time could be incorporated. At other schools, the length of the school day is such that to make this time available would require lengthening the school day or adding additional staff. (The length of the school day is determined by the local board of education and the schedule within the day is determined by the school-based decision making council. The length of the school day varies from district to district.)
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
