MEASURE’S PURPOSE: Adopt the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention for school children immunizations and set out a procedure for parents to decline.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: Amend KRS 214.034 and 214.036.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: This legislation would have no fiscal impact on the Cabinet for Health and Family Services. While the bill does not provide a funding mechanism for vaccine payment, Medicaid provides coverage for the human papillomavirus (HPV) vaccine, as do private insurers. Because of Medicaid expansion and broader availability of health insurance, some type of insurance will cover most people; for those who are not, the federal Vaccines for Children Program will provide the necessary coverage for children through age 21.
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
