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AN ACT relating to probation and parole officers.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 439.310 is amended to read as follows:

The commissioner, with the approval of the secretary and the Governor, shall appoint a person charged with the administration of probation and parole laws, who, with the approval of the commissioner, shall appoint a number of probation and parole officers and other employees sufficient to administer the provisions of KRS 439.250 to 439.560; but no employee shall be appointed except in the manner hereinafter provided. The number of probation and parole officers appointed shall be sufficient to ensure that each officer carries an active supervision caseload of no more than fifty (50) offenders. The person charged with the administration of probation and parole laws shall have attained at least a bachelor's degree from an accredited college, and, in addition, shall be a person with training and experience in probation, parole or other related form of welfare work.
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
