MEASURE’S PURPOSE: HB 352 increases the amount of the annual supplement provided to police officers and firefighters to $4,000. The measure also increases annual aid payments for volunteer fire departments and fire protection districts to $12,000.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: HB 352 amends KRS 15.460 to increase the annual supplement an eligible local government receives from the Law Enforcement Foundation Program fund from $3,000 to $4,000 for each qualified police officer it employs; amends KRS 95A.250 to increase the annual supplement an eligible local government receives from the Firefighters Foundation Program fund from $3,000 to $4,000 for each qualified professional firefighter it employs; amends KRS 95A.262 to increase the allotment to various qualifying fire departments from the fund from $8,250 to $12,000.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: The fiscal impact of HB 352 is estimated to be approximately $16 million annually. Funds for the Law Enforcement Foundation and Firefighters Foundation Programs derive from the insurance premium surcharge levied in KRS 136.392. Increasing annual supplemental payments to police and firefighters and departmental aid to volunteer fire departments and fire protection districts as provided in the bill would cost the appropriate funds the following, based on current number of recipients: Firefighter Supplement, approximately $4.3 million; Volunteer Fire Department Aid, approximately $2.7 million; Police Officer Supplement, approximately $9.2 million. The total increase for these payments is approximately $16 million annually.
