MEASURE’S PURPOSE: The primary purpose of this measure is to ensure that every student has access to a safe, secure and orderly school setting that is conducive to learning. The measure provides definitions of harassment, intimidation, cyberbullying, and bullying and sets forth actions that local school districts must take to prevent, if possible, or deal with these issues should they occur.

PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: This measure amends KRS 158.440 to include harassment, intimidation, cyberbullying, and bullying as issues a local school district must address with various plans, policies, or procedures. The measure amends KRS 158.148 to direct that local school districts provide training to school employees on the district's code of acceptable behavior and discipline. KRS 158.148 is further amended to detail activities that are to be included in the training.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: There is no fiscal impact on the budget of the Commonwealth. Any fiscal impact associated with this measure will occur at the local level. The Kentucky Department of Education believes many school districts already have similar policies in place and many districts may have provided training for the staff. However, it is not possible to determine how many local school districts would have additional costs for training, policy development, and meeting reporting requirements. Therefore, while the measure is not expected to have a major fiscal impact on local school districts, it is not possible to project the actual level of the impact.
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
