MEASURE’S PURPOSE: Requires minimum staff-to-resident ratios in long-term care facilities, prohibits long-term care facilities from admitting new residents if the facility fails to comply with the minimum staffing requirement.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: Creates new sections of KRS Chapter 216B.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: Due to the lack of data regarding long-term care facility staffing levels, the cabinet is unable to gauge the potential fiscal impact of this bill. CHFS does not process data which would indicate how many long-term care facilities are currently below (or how far below) the proposed staffing requirements in HB 549. The effect could be substantial if many facilities are below mandated staffing requirements and request increases in Medicaid reimbursement to offset the additional staffing costs. The bill's monitoring requirements would increase the OIG's administrative and financial costs as current staff could not absorb the additional work necessary to enforce compliance with the staffing requirements contained in Section 2 of the bill.
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
