MEASURE’S PURPOSE: HB 555 requires recipients to have photo IDs on the front of all public assistance benefits cards.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: HB 555 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 205 to require photo IDs on all welfare benefit cards; requires that an existing recipient be issued a new card at renewal; and establishes a procedure by which an individual may be designated to purchase qualifying items temporarily.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: This fiscal impact is indeterminable because it is unknown if photo IDs on the front of benefits cards would be federally allowable, and the total number of persons and their family members on public assistance currently and in the future in Kentucky are unknown.

Although this fiscal impact is indeterminable, the Cabinet for Health and Family Services provides the following additional information:

“Costs of implementation would be in excess of $1 million and possibly in excess of $5 million. Because the provisions of the bill may conflict with federal programs, the costs of implementation may not be eligible for federal participation and may subject Kentucky to penalties or disqualification from program participation. The programs impacted are numerous since KRS Chapter 205 includes Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP - formerly Food Stamps), Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF), Energy programs (Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program), Aging programs, Medicaid and Child Support and possibly others given the existing definition of public assistance within KRS 205. It should be noted the legislation requires a benefit ID card for ALL recipients, therefore the costs of providing cards to ALL household members who receive a benefit would be necessary. The US Department of Agriculture does not permit states to impose requirements in addition to the federal requirements. If an ID is required of SNAP recipients, then an ID must be required of members of the general public as well. It is the use of such cards that, depending on the implementation requirements, may violate federal law. If not federally allowable, the legislation would constitute an unfunded mandate.”
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
