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AN ACT relating to the Board of Barbering.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 317.470 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The[ barber] board may employ such personnel as may be reasonably necessary to carry out the provisions of this chapter, whose compensation shall be established by the Personnel Cabinet. The board shall by appropriate order employ an administrator who shall be charged with responsibility of administering the provisions of this chapter, and the policies of the board relating to barbering. The administrator may receive a salary of twelve thousand dollars ($12,000) per annum, or such compensation as may be established by classification of the position by the Personnel Cabinet. On and after the effective date of this Act, an applicant for the position of board administrator shall not be considered for the position unless he or she is a barber licensed under this chapter.
(2)
The[ barber] board shall prescribe the duties of such personnel employed by it.

The[ barber] board shall publish and distribute copies of its rules and regulations and any subsequent revisions[ thereof] to all persons licensed by it and to such other persons, places, or agencies as may be required by law or deemed by it reasonably necessary in the administration of the provisions of this chapter, but such publications shall be clearly stamped, marked, or printed "informational copy."
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
