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On page 2, after line 15, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 189 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, "commercial quadricycle" means a vehicle with fully operative pedals for propulsion entirely by human power, that has four (4) wheels and is operated in a manner similar to a bicycle, that is equipped with at least twelve (12) seats for passengers, that is designed to be occupied by a driver and by passengers providing pedal power to the drive train of the vehicle, that is used for commercial purposes, and that is operated by the vehicle owner or an employee of the owner.

(2)
The Transportation Cabinet shall promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with KRS Chapter 13A setting forth safety requirements for commercial quadricycles. The safety standards shall include but not be limited to:

(a)
Steering;

(b)
Braking capacity;

(c)
Occupant protection devices; and

(d)
Lights and reflectors.

(3)
The Transportation Cabinet shall conduct an annual safety inspection on any commercial quadricycle and may charge a fee of up to one hundred dollars ($100) for completing the inspection

(4)
The inspection under subsection (3) of this section shall include an inspection of the commercial quadricycle's steering, braking, lights and reflectors, occupant protection systems, and any other standards addressed in the administrative regulations. The inspection shall also certify that the commercial quadricycle being inspected can withstand an impact with a motor vehicle traveling at thirty-five (35) miles per hour. The inspector shall affix a sticker to the commercial quadricycle to indicate the inspection requirements of this section have been complied with, including a date by which the commercial quadricycle must be reinspected.

(4)
A person shall not operate a commercial quadricycle if the inspection is not current. A person who violates this section shall be fine three hundred dollars ($300) for the first offense and one thousand dollars ($1,000) for a second or subsequent offense."
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
