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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Transportation Cabinet to designate Kentucky Route 2113 in Woodford County the "Police Memorial Highway."

WHEREAS, law enforcement officers faithfully serve the people of this Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the people of this Commonwealth owe a debt of gratitude to law enforcement officers for serving its citizens in the face of danger every day; and

WHEREAS, Town Marshal George Freeman was shot and killed on June 17, 1883, while attempting to arrest two brothers who were causing a disturbance in Versailles, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Officer Jason Cammack was on a routine patrol on I-64 in Woodford County when he lost his life in an apparent attempt to stop a speeding vehicle on April 23, 2000; and

WHEREAS, Officer Jason Cammack was the first Kentucky Vehicle Enforcement Officer to lose his life in the line of duty; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky State Police Trooper Clinton Cunningham, who had been a trooper for two years, was shot and killed in Franklin County while investigating a false report of a burglary at a grocery store on February 11, 1979; and

WHEREAS, it is fitting and proper that we memorialize these officers who gave their lives in the service and protection of the citizens of the Commonwealth, no matter how insignificant our actions are in repayment for their heroism and bravery;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate Kentucky Route 2113 in Woodford County the "Police Memorial Highway" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
