MEASURE’S PURPOSE: SB 185 requires that, prior to changing an existing agreement with a provider, Managed Care Organizations establish procedures including, but not limited to, requiring:  a)  a face-to-face interview;  b)  a certified letter detailing proposed changes;  c)  that a provider agree or not agree with proposed changes; and, d)  that a new agreement be established and agreed upon after three (3) or more changes are made to an existing agreement.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: SB 185 amends KRS 304.17A-254 to establish a policy governing the procedures for an insurer changing an existing agreement with a provider and amends KRS 304.17A-545 to establish a policy governing the procedures for a Managed Care Organization changing an existing agreement with a provider.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:   Per the Public Protection Cabinet, this legislation does not apply to Medicaid Managed Care Organizations but rather to private insurance companies that administer health benefit plans. Therefore, there is no state fiscal impact for SB 185 as written.
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
