Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 225 GA amends KRS 531.090 to add “an undergarment worn without being publicly visible” to a list of body parts and behavior that may not be observed, or recorded by camera, videotape, photooptical, photoelectric or other image recording devices without a person’s consent. Similarly, the bill also adds “an undergarment worn without being publicly visible” to other descriptions and definitions of voyeurism provided for in KRS 531.090. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of SB 225 GA on local government is expected to be minimal. 
The addition of undergarments to a list of body parts and behavior that may not be observed or recorded without a person’s knowledge and consent should have little impact on law enforcement or jails. Conceivably, there could be some negligible increase in Class A misdemeanor convictions as a consequence of the bill’s provisions. The cost of incarceration varies by jail but for each additional inmate costs increase by an average of $33.26 per day, including medical costs.
