MEASURE’S PURPOSE: The Kentucky Board of Education requires that students have a physical examination when entering school for the first time and at grade six. This measure directs that physical examinations required by the Kentucky Board of  Education include a hearing examination. This examination would replace the current requirement for a hearing screening.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: This measure amends KRS 156.160(1)(h) to require physical examinations required by the Kentucky Board of Education to include a hearing examination.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: There is no fiscal impact on the budget of the Commonwealth or the budgets of local school districts.
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
