Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 48 would require any combined electric and water plant board operating in a municipality of the third class and providing utility services to 30% of the citizens in an unincorporated territory of the surrounding county to increase their governing board from five to seven members. The board would consist of four members representing the municipality and three representing the unincorporated territory surrounding the municipality. The bill provides that the chair shall alternate from term to term between the members appointed by the Mayor and members appointed by the County Judge Executive.
While SB 48 amends KRS 96.172 concerning cities of the third class, it impacts a city of the second class that had been a city of the third class and continues to operate a combined electric and water system under the provisions of KRS 96.171 to 96.188 in accordance with KRS 96.165. According to the Kentucky Municipal Utilities Association, the Frankfort Electric and Water Plant Board would be the only city that would be impacted by the provisions of SB 48.
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of SB 48 on the Frankfort Electric and Water Plant Board is estimated to be $41,000, according to the Kentucky Municipal Utilities Association. The costs relate directly to the appointment of two additional board members.
