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A RESOLUTION honoring the Collins High School football team for winning the Class AAAA State Championship.

WHEREAS, this honorable body commends rare athletic achievement, and gives special honor and commendation to those athletic teams who pursue such excellence that they become examples for the youth of this Commonwealth; and 

WHEREAS, the Collins High School Titans achieved such excellence on December 7, 2013, when they defeated powerful Highlands High School to win the Class AAAA State Championship at Houchens Industries/L.T. Smith Stadium in Bowling Green, Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, in a game that will be remembered as one of the most exciting state championships in recent years, Collins High School rallied from being down 34-30 in the fourth quarter to a dramatic 37-34 victory, cementing the young school's place in the annals of Kentucky high school football history; and 

WHEREAS, the Titans were led by quarterback Lawson Page, who orchestrated a game-winning drive but was sacked on third down at Highland's 12 yard line. Because Page's helmet came off in the play, he had to be sidelined, and backup quarterback Browning Becherer entered the game for the crucial fourth-down play. He calmly completed the touchdown pass to Nathan Sames with seven seconds left, capping off an extraordinary season for the Titans and ending Highlands' run of six straight state championships; and 

WHEREAS, the win capped of an amazing season for Collins High School, as they finished with a school-record 13 wins against only two losses. The school, which has existed for only four years, has amassed an impressive record of 46-11 during that time; and 

WHEREAS, the achievements of the Collins High School football team; of its head coach, Jerry T. Lucas; and of its talented coaching staff deserve recognition and have earned a rightful place at the top of their sport. For their impressive 2013 season and for the example that they have set for future generations of young athletes in this Commonwealth, this body honors the Titans and wishes them the best of luck in all their future endeavors;
