Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 129 HCS 1 retains the provisions of the original bill and adds a provision that the Division of Local Government serve as a liaison between the state and local governments and the federal government regarding the Internal Revenue Service, and the social Security Administration. HB 129 HCS 1 also makes the Division of Local government responsible for advisory and outreach programs for local government employees.

HB 129 HCS 1 provides that Jailors in Urban County, Consolidated Local, and County governments (with populations over 70,000) will not annually pay 25% of collected fees to their respective fiscal courts, urban county governments, or consolidated local governments. The bill also removes language assigning to the Division of Local Government the responsibility for providing Property Valuation Administrators with fiscal, personnel, payroll, training, and other essential administrative support services. These responsibilities are currently assigned to the Department of Revenue.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impacts of HB 129 HCS 1 on respective local governments would be nil. 
The fees referenced in this statute relate generally to fees for per diem and booking and miscellaneous other fees. In practice 100 % of these fees are paid to the respective fiscal courts, urban-county governments, and consolidated local governments. The fiscal impact on respective local governments covered by this statute would be nil. There will be no general impact on state government or PVA offices created by the deletion of statutory language assigning PVA-related responsibilities to the Division of Local Government. These duties and responsibilities are currently performed by the Department of Revenue. This bill would bring statutory language into conformity with actual procedures and responsibilities.
