Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB GA 176 changes the requirement of distribution of materials to newly elected and appointed members all county and city legislative bodies, local government boards commissions, authorities, committees, and boards of special districts. It requires that distribution of materials to members to be made within 60 days of the day their term of office begins, rather than 60 days from the day of appointment or election. The bill also permits submission of materials by electronic means. The bill requires that the text of local government ordinance amendments that is to be deleted be identified by an open bracket, a single solid line strikethrough, and a close bracket, rather than the single broken line provided for currently. The bill also permits that financial and audit documents may be submitted electronically. Finally, HB 176 GA changes the formula for adding a fee to delinquent taxes for the cost of publishing names of delinquent tax payers. Presently cities may add $5 per name to the delinquent tax bill. HB 176 GA provides that a prorated cost be applied, taking the actual cost of the publication and dividing it by the number of delinquent taxpayers listed.
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 176 GA on local government is minimal. 
The change of the 60 day distribution requirement from the time of appointment or election to the day on which the member takes office has no fiscal impact. Permitting reports to be sent electronically could save on the cost of paper, printing, postage, staff time. The requirement that the cost of publishing delinquent tax lists be prorated based on the actual cost divided by the number of names on the list would have a nil to minimal effect on cities, depending on their size. Small cities would save on publishing costs and large cities would lose some revenue if the current $5 dollars per name formula is providing more revenue than the actual cost of publication, according to the Kentucky League of Cities. The change provides the ability to recover the actual costs associated with delinquent taxpayer lists, and equity regarding costs and income between cities, regardless of population and classification.
