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AN ACT relating to school calendars and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   Notwithstanding any other statute or administrative regulation to the contrary, for school year 2013-2014, the minimum number of required instructional days shall be waived if the school district:

(1)
Accumulates a minimum of one thousand sixty-two (1,062) instructional hours;

(2)
Does not extend any instructional day to more than seven (7) hours of instructional time;

(3)
Utilizes all designated makeup days in the school calendar;

(4)
Utilizes at least 60 percent (60%) of days originally scheduled for spring break as makeup days; and

(5)
Utilizes at least 60 percent (60%) of other possible makeup days remaining in the school calendar as instructional days.

Section 2.   Whereas the provisions of Section 1 of this Act apply to the 2013-2014 school year and school districts need to implement the provisions before the 2013-2014 school year expires, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
