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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating a bridge on Kentucky Route 3459 in Harlan County as the "Former Representative Henry J. Giles Memorial Bridge."

WHEREAS, Henry J. Giles was born in Rose Hill Virginia, on April 18, 1908; and

WHEREAS, Henry J. Giles moved to Harlan County Kentucky, in 1916; and

WHEREAS, Henry J. Giles married Thelma Jarvis on April 18, 1930; and

WHEREAS, Henry J. Giles was a 32nd degree Mason, a Shriner, a member of the Eastern Star and United Commercial Travelers; and

WHEREAS, Henry J. Giles was a teacher and principle in the Harlan County School System at Elcomb Elementary for five years and the principle at Sunshine School in the Harlan City School district for three  years; and

WHEREAS, Henry J. Giles was the president of Giles Moving and Storage for 50 years, owned a cattle and tobacco farm near Jonesville Virginia, for 46 years, owned Harlan Ready Mix for 35 years and was a distributor of bakery products for fifteen 15 years; and

WHEREAS, Henry J Giles was a state representative from the old 89th district for three terms; and

WHEREAS, Henry J. Giles traversed these earthly bounds on March 8, 1991; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly recognizes the life and service of former state representative Henry J. Giles to the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and to Harlan County;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate the bridge on Kentucky Route 3459 going toward Hardees in Harlan County as the "Former State Representative Henry J. Giles Memorial Bridge" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
