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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of James E. Bondurant.

WHEREAS, James E. Bondurant was born in Union City, Tennessee on October 19, 1929, the cherished son of James Willie and Zula Powell Bondurant; and 

WHEREAS, James E. Bondurant established himself at an early age as a hard worker and a person of incredible diligence. He held many jobs in Meade County, Kentucky, including as a mill worker and on a barge on the Ohio River; and 

WHEREAS, James E. Bondurant was a graduate of Meade County High School who earned his undergraduate and law degrees at the University of Kentucky. He proudly served his country in the United States Navy and the Army Reserves; and 

WHEREAS, in 1963, James E. Bondurant was elected as a Kentucky State Representative. He worked tirelessly on many causes, in particular to pass the Kentucky Civil Rights Act, which gave every Kentuckian the opportunity to maintain an equal standard of living regardless of his or her color, creed, race, or religion; and 

WHEREAS, as both a lawmaker and a passionate leader in his community, James E. Bondurant made his presence felt in a multitude of different vocations and avocations. He was chairman of the board of the Citizens Bank of Elizabethtown, which is now First Citizens Bank. In 1985, he was elected District Judge for Hart and Larue Counties, a position he held until his retirement. And he was chairman of the Board of Trustees at Lindsey Wilson College, a position that was dear to him and instrumental for the growth and foundation of the college. In 1989, Judge Bondurant's service to the school was rightfully honored when he received the Lindsey Wilson College Distinguished Service Award for his leadership and service as a trustee; and 

WHEREAS, on December 26, 2013, James E. Bondurant departed his life of tireless service and entered into eternal rest, leaving his family, friends, and an entire Commonwealth in solemn mourning; and 

WHEREAS, James E. Bondurant was preceded in death by his parents; his sister, Peggy Penas; and his brother, Joe Bondurant. He is survived by his beloved wife, Kaye Bondurant; his children, Jane Bondurant and Jim Bondurant and his wife, Mary Nita; his grandchildren, Dylan Bondurant and his wife, Courtney, and Katie Creech and her husband, Jeremy; his great-grandchildren, Rylan Ali and Bo Bondurant and Charlie and Hattie Grace Creech; and his sisters, Alice Scott, Mary Jones, and Eleanor Newman; and 

WHEREAS, James E. Bondurant will forever be remembered as a source of unconditional love, leaving behind a lasting legacy of meritorious leadership, stewardship, and goodwill to the people of this Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
