Senate Bill 17 amends KRS 16.191 to require that the compensation paid to Commercial Vehicle Enforcement Officers shall be equivalent to the pay of officers within the Department of Kentucky State Police with the same rank, grade and position 

KRS staff members have examined SB 17 and have determined that the bill will not increase or decrease benefits or the participation in benefits in any of the retirement systems administered by KRS.  Furthermore, SB 17 will not have a measureable impact on the  actuarial accrued liability of the Kentucky Employees Retirement System.  Consequently, we have not requested any further actuarial analysis of SB 17 by the System’s independent actuary.
