He is beloved by every member of the Mustangs community, and during the 2013/2014 season the players wanted to reward Tee for all he had done for them; and 

WHEREAS, on February 21, 2014, in a game against DeSales High School, Tee Salinas was a member of the starting five for the Mustangs. The media campaign was a success, as Tee's performance made it on ESPN's SportsCenter, and Tee's incredible story rightfully reached a national audience; and 

WHEREAS, Tee Salinas received his nickname from his father's love of golf. An avid golfer himself, he will represent Kentucky in the Special Olympics Golf Championship later this year; and 

WHEREAS, this honorable body commends such athletic achievements that go above and beyond the norm. Tee Salinas' starting role and his play against DeSales High School was one such performance, and for his extraordinary work ethic as the North Oldham High School manager, for his years of selfless dedication to the Mustangs basketball team and to its players, and for his generosity as a human being and his talent as a basketball player, he is rightfully honored by this body today;
