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A RESOLUTION declaring September 4, 2014, Bluegrass Community and Technical College 75th Anniversary Day in Kentucky.

WHEREAS, in 1939, the Fayette County Schools and the Lexington City Schools started adult education classes cooperatively to provide offerings in trades and industrial education; and

WHEREAS, other partners in this effort included the University of Kentucky Bureau of School Service, the Lexington Board of Commerce, and the Division of Vocational Education in Frankfort; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of these classes was to offer opportunities to high school students and adults to increase their abilities to serve society, make a better living, and become more prosperous citizens; and 

WHEREAS, on September 4, 1939, classes in automobile mechanics, vocational woodwork, and electrical and related courses began at Dunbar High School and Lafayette Technical Center, with 135 high school students and high school graduates enrolled; and

WHEREAS, on November 14, 1939, additional classes began for retail workers in merchandise information and hardware and department store salesmanship, with 118 people enrolled, and for trades and industrial education with courses in drafting, electricity, radio repair, broadcasting, automobile service, and carpentry, with 70 people enrolled; and

WHEREAS, in 1965 the adult career training programs were transferred from the Fayette County Board of Education to the Kentucky Department of Education; and

WHEREAS, a campus was completed off Leestown Road in Lexington in 1968 to house the programs; and

WHEREAS, the campus was named the Central Kentucky Vocational School and was later changed to the Central Kentucky Technical College; and

WHEREAS, in 1965, the name of the Lexington Technical Institute was changed to the Lexington Community College and the college became a comprehensive institution in 1984; and

WHEREAS, the two institutions provided excellent technical and career education to citizens of Central Kentucky for more than 40 years; and

WHEREAS, the two colleges consolidated in 2005 to form Bluegrass Community and Technical College as a member college of the Kentucky Community and Technical College System;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body declares September 4, 2014, to be recognized as Bluegrass Community and Technical College 75th Anniversary Day in Kentucky.
