Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
BR 1532 R1 prohibits a consolidated local government or an urban county government from entering into contracts or agreements for the operation of correctional facilities under that local government unit’s jurisdiction but allows a contract or agreement with a privately held corporation for the provision of food or medical services.

For consolidated local governments, BR 1532 R1 amends KRS 67B.050, relating to the powers and duties of the department, to require the department to administer, operate, and maintain all county correctional facilities “served” by private agencies under contract rather than facilities “operated” by private agencies under contract.  The correctional services department is specifically allowed to enter into contracts with private agencies for the operation of medical or food services in correctional or detention facilities. Additionally,  KRS 67C.101(3)(m) is amended to disallow consolidated local government from entering into contracts or agreements with privately held corporations for the operation of any correctional facility, as defined in KRS 67B.020, except as authorized by  KRS Chapter 67B.  
For urban-county governments, BR 1532 R1 amends KRS 67A.028 to allow the urban-county government correctional services division to enter into contracts or agreements with privately held corporations for the provision of food or medical services. The section is also amended to disallow an urban-county government from entering into contracts or agreements with privately held corporations for the operation of any correctional facilities under its jurisdiction but to allow contracts or agreements for food or medical services.
The measure applies solely to the correctional services department or division operated by the Metro Louisville Consolidated Local Government and Lexington-Fayette Urban-County Government.
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
BR 1532 R1 bans the correctional services administrative units in the consolidated local government and the unban-county government from contracting with private corporations to operate correctional or detention facilities. Currently, neither the Metro-Louisville Consolidated Local Government nor Lexington-Fayette Urban-County Government privatize their operations of correctional or detention facilities.  Therefore, BR 1532 R1 would have no immediate fiscal impact on the consolidated local government and the unban-county government.
BR 1532 R1 does permit contracts with private corporations for medical or food services in these same facilities.
