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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Transportation Cabinet to erect signs on United States Highway 25E in Knox County that proudly proclaim Knox County as the "Home of the 2013 11-12 year old Little League Baseball State Champions."

WHEREAS, the 2013 11-12 year old Knox County Little League baseball team was coached by Scott Payne, Kevin Hicks, Gilbert Holland, and Paul Pennington; and

WHEREAS, the 2013 11-12 year old Knox County Little League baseball team consist of Jaylen Adams, Kirkland Bryant, Mitchell Buchanan, Cole Hicks, Tucker Holland, Thomas Jackson, Adam Lay, Bailey Lundy, Trey Owens, Peyton Payne, Caleb Powers, Kevionte Turner, and Dakota Tye; and

WHEREAS, the 2013 11-12 year old Knox County Little League baseball team won the state championship for the second straight year in a row; and

WHEREAS, during the 2013 season, the 11-12 year old Knox County Little League baseball team only lost one game; and

WHEREAS, in 2013, the 11-12 year old Knox County Little League baseball team made it to the regional tournament in Indianapolis, Indiana to compete for a chance to play in the Little League World Series;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to honor the 11-12 year old Knox County Little League baseball state champions by erecting signs on United States Highway 25E, north and south of the Barbourville City limits in Knox County Kentucky, that read, "Home of the 2013 11-12 year old Little League Baseball State Champions." The signs shall be erected within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution and shall remain in place for at least one year from the date of their placement.
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
