Provide for the purchase of specialized equipment to enhance the capability of state agencies to prevent and respond to incidents of terrorism involving the use of chemical, radiological, nuclear or explosive weapons; and provide for enhancement of the technical response capabilities in the event of an act of terrorism or use of explosive weapons of mass destruction.
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
