Provide comprehensive reviews of hospital cost reports, comprehensive reviews of ICF/MR/DD facility and cost based nursing facility cost reports, perform rate setting duties, and cost based and price based nursing facilities, and hospital outpatient services provided to Medicaid recipients; perform desk reviews; and prepare documents necessary for testimony in appeals.
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
